Requests made to the Business Office must be accompanied by a check ($15.00 members/

prospectives, $25.00 non-members; $6.00 postage/handling) and a self-addressed, stamped envelope.  If the applicant is a UDC or CofC member or relative of a UDC or CofC member, a copy of their approved UDC or CofC application will be considered proof of service for this scholarship application.

GENERAL INFORMATION

The applicant must submit the completed application packet to the Mollie Moore Davis 217 Second Vice President by April 1 of each year.  

The Second Vice President and the Scholarship Committee will determine the scholarship winner though a points system.  Consideration will be given to the following:

1. Grade point average

2. UDC and/or CofC member

3. Leadership, community service (including civic organizations and faith-based service)

4. Preference to history and/or political science major

5. Additional hours carried over the required 12

Upon approval of a recipient, the Second Vice President will send notification to the applicant and to his/her college or university.  Said notification to the college or university will be sent in August and will include a check for half of the scholarship award.  The second half for the spring semester will be sent to the college or university in January.

FOR SCHOLARSHIP RE-AWARDS:  The recipient must report by letter, enclosing a copy of official grade transcript showing a minimum grade point average of 3.0 out of a possible 4.0, to the Second Vice President by April 1 each year whether he/she wishes to be considered for re-award for the following year.  Any student not complying with this rule will automatically have his/her scholarship cancelled.  A student who drops out of school shall forfeit his/her scholarship.  The institution shall return any unused balance to Mollie Moore Davis 217, United Daughters of the Confederacy(.  

QUALIFICATIONS

1.
Applicant must be a lineal or collateral descendant of a worthy Confederate.  An applicant who is collateral descendant must be a member of the UDC or CofC.

2.
Must be a student of Tyler Junior College, The University of Texas at Tyler or any Smith County, Texas, college or university of higher learning.

3.
Applicants must make application on the Mollie Moore Davis official scholarship form.  The Mollie Moore Davis 217 Second Vice President shall make final recommendation for approval of any application to the Mollie Moore Davis 217 members.  The chapter members will vote on approval of that selection.

4.
The application must submit all requested information.  Any incomplete applications or missing required documentation would cause immediate disqualification for consideration.
